The database brochure will be mailed in mid-June.  Henry noted that ordering has been down because of district budget cuts.

· SLSA Work continues but Jennifer Henry’s term as President will end November 2011.  The SLSA Annual Spring Institute will be June 8-10, 2011 in Saratoga Springs.

· Project ENABLE is on hold due to the layoff of our sole participant, Mary Lavarnway, from Ticonderoga Middle School.
