· Annual Report approval.  Amy Myers moved to accept the Annual Report as presented.  Sue Nephew seconded.  Passed.
· CCCD Collections and Ordering forms were sent to all libraries, whether they were participating or not.

· Fall Professional Development Workshops are included in each Book Tech newsletter and are also listed on the SLS website.  Upcoming workshops are OPALS training, NoodleTools, Digital Storytelling which may involve an online course at no cost.  Jennifer Henry asked for workshop ideas and is exploring a Common Core workshop in conjunction with FEH.  Jennifer Henry will distribute a flyer listing all of this year’s workshops.
· SLS Recipes for Success
· NNYLN Technology Service Improvement Grant  is a $10,000 Digital Students to Literate Minds grant which will provide OverDrive software for all CEWW libraries.  OverDrive will allow ebooks to be downloaded to any ereader device (Kindle, Nook, etc.)  The license allows access to OverDrive plus $6000 in ebooks each year of the grant.  
· APPR, Common Core, RTTT were discussed.  Jennifer Henry announced that the SLS would cover the $40 registration fee for anyone interested in attending the “Inquiry Ignites the Common Core” workshop on October 28, 2011.  She also presented the SLMS Evaluation Rubric which was submitted but was not, as yet, accepted to be part of the Additional 20%.  She encouraged all librarians to participate in their district’s APPR process.
